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Color the leaves using fall colors.  Cut the leaves out.  

Place sticky tack on the backs of each leaf.   

Post the tree on the wall.   

Call out a spatial word (i.e. under, left) and have the 

child place the leaves around the tree to correctly 

represent the concept. 

Spatial Words: 

High, Low; Up, Down; Above, Below; 

Near; Beside, Next To, Between; 

Before, After; Behind, In back, In 

Front; Around, through; Under, 

over; Left, right;  On, off; First, 

Middle, Last; Top, Middle, Bottom
